When sourcing material within a blog post, please give credit and provide a link to your source. Example, According to Amandah, owner of Savvy-Writer.com, “It’s important to cite sources used within a blog post. Remember when you had to write papers using the APAor MLA format and cited all sources?” Please be mindful of grammar, punctuation, and spelling errors. However, blog posts will be reviewed before posting.

7. Photos are not mandatory to accompany a blog post. However, if you choose to use a photo in your post, please make sure you have the right to use it. Please adhere to copyright law and give credit to the artist/photographer. Visit StockExchange, iStock, and other websites for photos.
8. Posts shall be free of racism, sexism, religious intolerance, prejudice, etc. There’s enough of this online, and in life in general.
9. Please don’t stuff posts with marketing links.
10. Please wait to reprint a blog post to avoid duplicate content.
